· AFDW is composed of the 11th Wing, the 79th Medical Wing and the 844th Communications Group at Joint Base Andrews Naval Air Facility Washington. 
· The 11th Wing also oversees USAF Honor Guard, Band and Arlington Chaplaincy. 
· The 11th Wing’s 1st Helicopter Squadron is the Air Force’s largest helicopter squadron. The Wing provides airlift for the Nation Capitol Region’s high-ranking dignitaries; emergency-evacuation support for key-government officials; search and rescue support; and emergency medical evacuation aide.
· The 11th Wing RAVENs are responsible for transporting the Vice President, Secretary of State, Secretary of Defense, First Lady, Joint Chiefs of Staff and Congressional Delegations whenever they travel to high terrorist and criminal threat areas.
· The 79th Medical Wing is one of two medical wings in the Air Force.  The Aeromedical Staging Facility (ASF) is the first stateside stop for every Wounded Warrior returning home, and the 79th is proud to provide care for them.
· The 844th Communications Group provides communications and information support to Air Force National Capitol Region warfighters, including Headquarters AFDW, the 11th Wing, 79th Medical Wing and various other organizations located throughout the NCR.
